“We want you to have fun celebrating America’s 250 birthday with your friends and family, but 

remember that my deputies and other area law enforcement will be out in full force all weekend. Don’t 

lose your independence on Independence Day, use the Arrive Alive program if you’ve had too much to 

drink over the holiday,” said Sheriff Kandy Fatheree.  

  
This July 4th, any Summit County residents who choose to celebrate with a drink can use an “Arrive Alive” 

Lyft code to get a free or discounted ride home (up to $20 in value). There are only 600 one-time-use codes 

available, and they will only be valid during the dates and times specified below. 
  
Since its launch during the July 4th holiday weekend in 2018, the Arrive Alive program has helped 8,031 

residents get home safely. The initiative is offered throughout the year during major holidays, including St. 

Patrick’s Day, Thanksgiving, Christmas, and New Year’s Eve.
